COMPUTER SCIENCE 4400 MACHINE PROBLEM 4
Create the following queries that access the SQL Server Northwind database not the MS Access Northwind database previously downloaded.  It is very important that these be done against SQL Server.  When multiple tables are needed, be sure to tie the tables together in your where clause. Place your 6 scripts in a single a zip file and place the zip file in the Digital Drop Box.  

I will be running each of your scripts against the SQL Server database (Northwind) to test them.
1. The Company Name and Contact Name and City for all customers from London or Berlin.  If done properly, this should yield exactly 7 rows of data.
2. The customer id and company name for all customers that purchased an item that currently has a nonzero number of unitsonorder.  There should be no duplicate records and this should yield exactly 83 rows of data.
3. The product ID and description for all products that were ordered in a quantity of exactly 40.  There should be no duplicate records and this should yield exactly 57 rows of data.
4. The product ID, name, and quantity ordered for all products that were shipped to Portland during September of 1996.  Place the list in ascending order by product name.  If done properly this should yield exactly 4 rows of data.
5. The category ID, category name, product number, product name, units in stock, units on order and contactname for all products that have been purchased by a contactname Felipe Izquierdo.  You must use this contactname in your query.  If the tables are connected properly this should yield exactly 26 rows of data.
6. The order number, customers companyname, suppliers companyname, shipcity to which the order is shipped and the name of the employee who took the order for all orders that contain an item supplied by a supplier named Leka Trading.  You must use the supplier name in your query.  If done properly this should yield exactly 78 rows of data with no duplicates.
